chemical -  a non-living substance

chemical weapon -  liquid, gaseous, or solid chemical that can cause harm.  

antidote -  a man-made remedy against the effects of a poison
atropine -  antidote given before exposure to nerve gas

pyridostigmine - antidote given after exposure to nerve gas 

tear gas – CS, used for riot control; tears and coughing (defend with masks/shelter)
mustard gas -  chlorine - used in disinfectants; burns & blinds (defend with masks/shelter)
blood gas – hydrogen cyanide, used in plastics; stops blood flow (defend with masks/shelter)
nerve gas – sarin,  used in pesticides; blocks nerves & kills (defend with atropine & pyridostigmine) )
