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Some children were assigned to an intervention program trial to manage their preoperative anxiety as part of a larger study. Accordingly, we performed a series of t-tests between children assigned to usual care versus intervention to ensure there were no systematic intervention effects on levels of preoperative anxiety for these children. The t-tests revealed no significant between-group differences in levels of preoperative anxiety (T2) used in this study, ps > .354. Accordingly, children’s preoperative anxiety scores in the two groups were collapsed and then aggregated with the study sample.

We assessed whether parental trait anxiety, subjective state anxiety, and observed distressed behavior independently moderated the relation between child shyness and child preoperative anxiety.
