Study 1b: Astrological Stereotypes in China
Additional Results (fully replicating Study 1a):
Familiarity with and beliefs about astrological signs. The majority of Chinese participants (74.1%) indicated “strongly agree”, “agree”, or “somewhat agree” to the statement: “I am familiar with astrological signs”; a one-sample t-test confirmed that the mean score (M = 4.90, SD = 1.30) was significantly higher than the midpoint of the 7-point scale, t(517) = 15.86, p < .001. Moreover, the majority of participants indicated “strongly agree”, “agree”, or “somewhat agree” to the statement: “Astrological sign has an influence on personality” (72.8%); the mean score (M = 5.06, SD = 1.34) was significantly higher than the midpoint of the 7-point scale, t(517) = 18.06, p < .001. Similarly, the majority of participants indicated “strongly agree”, “agree”, or “somewhat agree” to the statement: “Knowing the astrological sign of a person helps understand that person” (71.2%); the mean score (M = 5.08, SD = 1.38) was significantly higher than the midpoint of the 7-point scale, t(517) = 17.78, p < .001. These results again demonstrate that Western astrological signs are popular in China and that many Chinese participants believe that astrological sign predicts personality. 
Perceived societal evaluation. Consistent with the results of Study 1a, the 12 astrological signs were not equally selected as the most negatively evaluated sign in Chinese society, χ2(11) = 449.29, p < .001. While 24.1% of participants selected “unsure”, 35.6% of the remaining 393 participants selected Virgo as the most negatively evaluated sign in Chinese society. Moreover, analyses based on birthdate revealed that 26 participants selected their own astrological sign as the most negatively evaluated in Chinese society; 14 of these 26 participants were Virgos (53.8%), again suggesting that Virgos are aware of their sign’s negative evaluation in Chinese society.
Own likelihood of discrimination. Despite social desirability concerns, as many as 51.1% of participants indicated that in romantic dating, they would be “very likely”, “likely”, or “somewhat likely” to disfavor individuals of the sign that they had selected as the most negatively evaluated in Chinese society. For social interactions, this disfavor percentage was 45.3%. For job recruitment, this disfavor percentage was 32.3%. 
Dissemination channels (multiple choices). Most participants indicated that they learned about astrological signs from social media platforms (90.2%) and social conversations (67.0%), versus from their personal experiences (45.8%), observations of others’ experiences (27.8%), or other channels (1.2%); Friedman 2 = 433.91, p < .001.
